With more than 40 tequilas and two
splendid fire pits, Afejo House of Te-
quila is sure Lo erase the idea of typical
suburban Tex-Mex from your brain. This
spot in Morth Richland Hills has been
handsomely outfitted with copious use
of natural stone and glass, and an
eye-catching installation of lights at the
bar made from dozens of LED candles.
Broad patio doors lead out to a large
patio with lush landscaping and a dra-
matic outdoor fire pit; inside, a match-
ing fire pit is topped by a magnificent
copper-shingled hood, Manager Brian
Paul calls it "our Mona Lisa.” The food
is traditional Mexican but with a New
Age bwist, as executed by chef Fernan-
do Martinez, who was taught at Cordon
Bleu and who worked for Pappasito’s
